These neighborhoods 

connect to a central core, known as the Town Center, with additional amenities including a studio for 

community gatherings, a studio for life enrichment, a health center and a beauty salon/barber shop.

They are excited about the opportunity to keep loved ones nearby, and we are looking forward to 

opening our doors to residents.”  

Influenced and refined by over 20 years of operational experience, the new residence is thoughtfully 

designed to enhance residents’ cognition and quality of life by creating a home environment that is both 

nurturing and comfortable.  The design features include smaller-scale spaces, residential finishes, and 

the use of themes for queuing and location recognition.
