Digging in the earth, planting veggies or flowers,
weeding, and watering, all can feel like a balm to the
soul. However, as one grows older, there are
additional considerations to keep gardening a passion
and easier on the body.

Ideas from AgingCare.com for senior-friendly gardening:

• Create raised beds to improve drainage and make
  harvesting easier. Lightweight plastic landscape
  timbers can be stacked to form raised beds at waist
  or wheelchair height if necessary.
• Make vertical gardens by growing vining plants
  upward using trellises, tomato cages, bamboo stakes,
  fences, walls or arbors as supports.
• Plant in resin or foam-walled containers and use
  lightweight “soil-less” mixtures to reduce the weight
  of each planter. Put individual pots on casters.
• Added safety tips: Use plenty of sunscreen; work
  during the coolest part of the day; stay hydrated;
  wear closed-toe shoes, a hat, and gardening gloves.
• Try products designed for seniors (kneeling benches,
  ergonomic tools, and rolling scooters).
• Have a friend or family help with the heavy stuff!
