sharing a conversation with her. For 
Waldramina, she recognized Julio Cesar 
as a poet, and was immediately drawn 
to his young spirit.

Seven years prior to their marriage, 
fate would have the couple meet 
when Waldramina decided to visit 
her sister’s apartment during a school 
vacation.
