Mrs. Claus’s Casserole 
Makes 4 to 6 Servings 

  
6 slices of bacon 
4 potatoes, thinly sliced 
1 bunch of broccoli, trimmed and sliced 
3 carrots sliced 
½ cup of sliced celery 
1 medium onion, chopped 
1 pound of Hillshire Farm Smoked Sausage or 
Polska Kielbasa cut into 6 equal portions 
Salt 
Pepper 
 
In a heavy skillet, fry bacon until crisp. Remove 
bacon. Add sliced potatoes, broccoli, carrots, 
celery, and onions to bacon drippings. Fry over 
medium heat. Salt and pepper to taste. When 
vegetables are tender, place sausage on top. 
Heat covered for 12 minutes or until sausage is 
thoroughly heated. Top with reserved bacon 
crumbled.
