� at’s why he recently enrolled in and 
graduated from a veterinary medicine 
program that has equipped him with 
the ability to vaccinate, treat, and care 

for any dog that needs it. And with 
over 1,000 dogs that now recognize 
his van, Fevzi is sure to be having his 
fair share of customers. 

To commemorate his compassionate 
spirit, � e Babbitt Family Foundation 
recognized Mr. Uyar with the 
Gladiator Award, adding that “We 
hope Mr. Uyar’s story will inspire you 
to discover how ‘a single individual 
can contribute to changing the world 
and bene� tting all humanity’.”
