The custom of honoring ancestors by cleaning cemeteries and
decorating graves is an ancient and worldwide tradition, but the
specific origin of Memorial Day—or Decoration Day, as it was

first known—is unclear.

No less than 25 places have been named in connection with the
origin of Memorial Day, and states observed the holiday on
different dates. In 1971, Memorial Day became a national holiday
by an act of Congress; it is now celebrated annually on the last
Monday in May.

Cinco de Mayo, or the fifth of
May, is a holiday that celebrates
the date of the Mexican army’s
May 5, 1862 victory over France
at the Battle of Puebla during the
Franco-Mexican War. The day,
which falls on Wednesday, May 5
in 2021, is also known as Battle
of Puebla Day. While it is a
relatively minor holiday in
Mexico, in the United States,
Cinco de Mayo has evolved into
a commemoration of Mexican
culture and heritage, particularly
