Nurse Tech
Complete a 
pharmacology 
course as an RN 
or LPN student, 
and work as a 
Nurse Tech pass-
ing medications 
and utilizing 
other nursing skills 
according to 
training received.

Licensed 
Practical Nurse
Oversees all 
aspects of care 
through the 
supervision of 
CNAs and 
provides basic 
nursing care to 
residents. Work to-
ward an advanced 
nursing degree 
while working as 
an LPN.

Registered 
Nurse
Directs the care 
of residents and 
patients by admin-
istering medica-
tions, performing 
treatments, 
assessing resi-
dents’ & patients’ 
conditions, and 
communicates 
with physicians. 

Nurse Case
Manager
Manages the care 
of residents &  
patients from 
admission to 
discharge and 
supervises staff 
while having the 
opportunity to spe-
cialize in a specific 
area of interest.  

Director of
Nursing
Oversees, devel-
ops and directs the 
nursing depart-
ment, administers 
resident/patient 
care, ensures 
regulatory 
compliance and 
develops health-
care partnerships 
within the local  
community.
