At least 85 percent of Christmas cards 

featuring birds as part of the design depict  

Northern Cardinals. This scrappy, crested bird 

is an Easterner, only rarely seen this side of 

the Mississippi River. A friend told me 

recently she had seen a cardinal in her 

backyard. No way! The last Northern Cardinal 

seen locally was in 2008, when a single bird 

overwintered in Jackson County. A local 

expert thought it might have been blown off 

course or was just seeking a more hospitable 

winter climate. Then what had my friend 

seen?  Probably one of three male finches, all 

of which sport red coloring on their heads and 

reddish or pink feathers on their chests. The 

rest of the plumage is brown and white. The 

more common House Finch is often mistaken 

for a sparrow, but the Purple Finch (not really 

purple) has brighter, more extensive red 

along with the brown and white plumage. 

Both nest here and are fairly common. The 

third finch, Cassin’s Finch, is rare in our area. 

It prefers the mountainous areas in Eastern 

Oregon. Their brown and white backs are 

pale, but the pinkish chest and head are 

unmistakable. Another possible but unlikely 

bird  is the Scarlet Tanager. Relative of the 

more common Western Tanager, these birds 

may look somewhat like cardinals, but they 

do not have a crest.  So if you want to see a 

real live Northern Cardinal at Christmas, you’ll 

have to travel to the East ---I’ll settle for 

sitting in front of the fireplace and enjoying 

my Christmas cards!
